What is the TIME Course?

Staff Profiles 
Muna Al-Jawad – Co-Course Lead
Muna Al-Jawad is a consultant geriatrician in Brighton. She works in multidisciplinary teams looking after older people in hospital. At BSMS Muna is lead for Curriculum Development for the undergraduate course. She is also lead for the personal and professional development module, which spans the whole five-year course. She is co-designer and lead for F0- Preparation for Foundation Programme in year 5. Muna leads the TIME course (teaching and innovation in medical education) for all teachers of undergraduate medical students at BSMS.
Duncan Shrewsbury – Co-Course Lead
Duncan (they/them) is a queer academic GP, practising in Brighton.
As a Reader in Clinical Education & Primary Care at Brighton and Sussex Medical School, they are the Deputy Lead for Curriculum Development, the research lead for the Department of Medical Education, and the lead the Academic GP training for the medical school. Duncan has worked in adult and higher education since 2008. Their broad area of scholarly activity is in medical education and primary care. More specifically, they have interest in wellbeing, learning difficulties and disabilities in clinical education. For their PhD, they looked at dyslexia in doctors. They lead international teaching and research initiatives around LGBT* health inequalities.

· Articulate the values of BSMS and relate these to participants’ values and practice as teachers 
· Give an overview of the curriculum at BSMS in the context of local and national changes in undergraduate medical education  
· Relate the planned curriculum to the enacted and experienced curriculum for undergraduates at BSMS 
· Reflect on and learn about teaching in particular contexts relevant to practice (e.g. teaching on ward rounds, supervision, assessment, lectures and so on) 
· Experience learning through practitioner enquiry and critical reflection 
· Develop networks of teachers and faculty at BSMS

Workshops 
These small group workshops are intended allow practitioners to discursively explore issues relating to their teaching practice in their specific professional context. The sessions are oriented towards a focus (as indicated in the title) but are not intended to be didactic or require a great deal of preparation from the workshop facilitators, who are encouraged to draw on theoretical principles to help troubleshoot and guide reflection on practice and learning through exploration and sharing among the group. Our offering of workshops includes: 

Technology enhanced learning 
In this workshop, participants will explore how students and educators may draw on extant or emerging technologies to enhance access to and participation with learning opportunities.  
This workshop may serve as a space to explore: hints and tips for using common technologies to support and enhance teaching; accessibility considerations and the use of technologies; troubleshooting commonly encountered difficulties with drawing on technologies in learning and teaching. 

Creative methods of teaching
In this workshop, participants will be introduced to creative methods of teaching and encouraged to participate in creative practice (drawing, writing a poem or choosing a piece of music) to reflect on their role as healthcare professionals. Please note we will focus on a memorable death from clinical practice so you may want to consider whether you are able to do this workshop if you are recently bereaved.  

Inclusive practice in teaching
In this workshop participants will have the opportunity to consider what we mean by inclusive practice in education. Discussion may involve: how to make materials accessible, reasonable adjustments, differentiated learning and teaching techniques and equity.

Teaching small groups 
In this workshop, participants will explore common challenges and pitfalls encountered when teaching in small groups in a variety of settings (including in the clinical environment).  
Discussion in this workshop may touch on: dynamics in small-group teaching; the quiet and loud learners; creating and maintaining a safe and effective learning environment.  
Feedback and workplace-based assessments (WPBAs) 
In this workshop, participants will reflect on the role that feedback in general, and workplace-based assessments as a specific example in particular, have in contemporary medical education.  
Discussion in this workshop may include: best practices in providing feedback; learner perception and understanding of feedback; seeking and receiving feedback as an educator; the role of feedback in assessment of learner progress.  

Individual supervision 
In this workshop, participants will reflect on the role of individual, or 1-to-1 supervision in the context of medical education. There will be an undergraduate focus, although participants are likely to draw on postgraduate experience too.  
Such experiences may touch on: aspects of the supervisory relationship, and boundaries to this; wellbeing of learners and the role of the supervisor.
